Financial Aid Applications are due by March 1, 2012

Incoming freshman and upper class slots will exist for next year

Incoming freshman must take the placement test

Placement tests are administered the first Saturday of December - December 3rd

Applications for the placement tests are available online – STMP is willing to waive the fee; deadline has been extended to December 1st.  
Merit scholarships are offered to students who perform well on the placement test

Transfer students (Grades 10, 11, 12) do not need to take the placement exam – admissions decisions are based on report cards and teacher recommendations

Applications are due no later than June 1st for regular admission and March 1st if financial aid is needed

Admissions Representatives and STMP students are interested in visiting CCHS to speak to interested students – Specific date and time will be announced as soon as it is available

Applications require a short essay and are available online

Polytech Admissions Representative will come to Campus the first week of December – date and time to be announced

Students also need to bring a copy of their latest report card (interims will be accepted since report cards are not distributed until Monday and Tuesday) – First trimester report cards are expected to be turned over to Polytech by December 10th.
In order to be eligible for admission students must be passing all academic courses.  Attendance and discipline play a small role in admissions decisions as well.

Slots are offered in January and then home visits take place starting in February

The majority of students accepted each year are freshmen however some upper class spots may be available depending on the specialty of interest

8th grade students should plan on attending open house and turning in an application that day

Upper class applications can be submitted on open house or in the weeks following – acceptance will be determined based on fit with shops where slots are available.   9th and 10th grade students are more likely than 11th grade students to be able to find a slot
