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Subsequent to the Board decision on November 16, 2011 it MAY be necessary for CCHS students to transfer to other high school programs for NEXT school year (2012-2013).  In an effort to keep our families well informed, the list below provides information about factors that may influence your future decisions.  
Campus Community School intends to provide the current program, including all academic and extracurricular options, throughout the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year.
All current CCHS students are encouraged to complete the current school year as planned to maximize credits and participation in extracurricular opportunities.    

Additional options for seniors, including expanded dual enrollment opportunities and internships, are currently being explored and piloted.  Many of these options would be considered for next year if a junior transition program is possible.
CCHS courses are scheduled to run for the full year and completion of the full year is necessary to earn credit for those courses.  If a student were to transfer, mid-year, into a program that offers semester long classes, there is potential for lost credit.
Students who are in their first year at a charter school are bound by state regulation to stay at the school for the period of one school year.  After that time transfers are possible.  

If your family is considering mid-year transfer please talk to the receiving school prior to withdrawal.  We have had students withdraw in the past only to find out that the receiving school cannot offer what they need to successfully complete the year.  

CCS will work with DIAA (Delaware Interscholastic Athletic Association) to determine considerations for student athletes transferring next school year.  

Student athletes transferring mid-year may lose athletic eligibility for this school year.  Families should check with DIAA and the receiving school to determine the risk. http://www.doe.k12.de.us/infosuites/students_family/diaa/default.shtml 
In our experience, students who transfer out of Campus Community and into other school districts do so without any major issues.  They are typically quite successful in other school district environments.  Case in point….just a few years ago the valedictorians at both CR and Dover High were lifelong Campus students.  

If you believe your child will benefit from an earlier transfer please work closely with our HS counselor (Missy Tooles tooles@ccs.k12.de.us ) and HS administrator (Laura Axtell axtell@ccs.k12.de.us ) to insure that their transition is well planned.
